3-0 WINTER SCENE

MATERIALS:

* BLUE CONSTRUCTION PAPER

* GREETING CARDS OR OTHER PRINT THAT CAN BE CUT uP
* WHITE CRAFT GLUE

* EMBELLISHMENTS OF CHOICE
(COTTON BALLS, POM POMS AND CRAFT JEWELS)

* SCISSORS
MAKE SURE A PARENT HELPS WITH THIS PROJECT!

STEPS:

l. CUT OUT THE PIECES OF THE CARD THAT YOU WANT TO APPEAR IN YOUR
WINTER SCENE.

2. GLUE THE PICTURE(S) TO YOUR CONSTRUCTION PAPER TO CREATE A NEW
SCENE.

3. EMBELLISH YOUR SCENE WITH CRAFT SUPPLIES. EXAMPLE: ADD A POM POM TO
A SNOWMAN’S HAT AND A CRAFT JEWEL FOR THE NOSE.

4. ADD SNOW TO YOUR SCENE BY OPENING A COTTON BALL AND GLUING STRIPS
TO THE GROUND. YOU CAN ADD SNOW IN THE SKY BY BALLING UP SMALL PIECES
OF A COTTON BALL AND GLUING TO THE CONSTRUCTION PAPER.

TIPS:

* YOU CAN PURCHASE CRAFT JEWELS IN
VARIETY BAGS AT YOUR LOCAL CRAFT SUPPLY
STORE.

* EMBELLISHMENTS CAN BE ANYTHING YOU
CAN THINK OF. TRY STICKERS, SAND, GLITTER,
POM POMS, CRAFT FOAM, ETC.

* FRAME YOUR WINTER SCENES BY ADDING
A WHITE OR BLACK CONSTRUCTION PAPER

COOKIE SNOWMAN

INGREDIENTS:

* 2 CUPS MILK

* ] PKG. (4-SERVING) CHOCOLATE INSTANT PUDDING
* 30 CHOCOLATE SANDWICH COOKIES, DIVIDED
* 1-1/2 CUPS THAWED WHIPPED TOPPING

* ] BABY CARROT

* ] PIECE RED STRING LICORICE

* MEDIUM BOWL

* WIRE WHISK

* RUBBER SCRAPER

* SPATULA OR BUTTER KNIFE

* 8-INCH ROUND CAKE PAN

* PLASTIC WRAP

* 1-CUP DRY MEASURE

* 1/2 CUP DRY MEASURE

MAKE SURE A PARENT HELPS WITH THIS PROJECT!
STEPS:

. MEASURE MILK AND POUR INTO MEDIUM BOWL. ADD DRY PUDDING MIX: BEAT
WITH WIRE WHISK Z MIN. OR UNTIL WELL BLENDED.

2. LINE 8-INCH ROUND CAKE PAN WITH PLASTIC WRAP ARRANGE 14 OF THE
COOKIES ON BOTTOM OF PAN.

3. PRESS THE DOUGH INTO AN UNGREASED 9- BY 13-INCH PAN AND BAKE
FOR 17 MINUTES OR SPREAD |1 CUP PUDDING MIXTURE OVER COOKIES. REPEAT
LAYER OF 14 COOKIES AND REMAINING PUDDING MIXTURE; COVER WITH PLASTIC
WRAP. REFRIGERATE AT LEAST 24 HOURS. UNCOVER.

4. INVERT ONTO SERVING PLATE; REMOVE PLASTIC WRAP.
5. FROST WITH WHIPPED TOPPING. DECORATE BY PLACING REMAINING 2

COOKIES FOR “EYES,” BABY CARROT FOR “NOSE” AND LICORICE PIECES FOR
“MOUTH.” MAKES 10 SERVINGS.
